 Required Facilities & Equipment
ASSE recognizes that the quality of training is dependent on the training environment and believes that any approved training program should be adequately equipped to train the number of people in any given training session.

ASSE has reviewed the adequacy of the facilities for all approved training schools. All classes must be conducted in an ASSE approved facility by an ASSE approved instructor and the exams must be witnessed by an ASSE approved proctor. ASSE reserves the right to inspect any facility, without prior notice. This includes during class periods and when the exam is being given. 
 Facilities

•
The facility shall accommodate a maximum of 20 students per instructor. The classroom will be of such a size as to adequately and comfortably accommodate the students and the equipment necessary for the class. The facility shall allow for a minimum of 15 square feet of classroom space per student.

•
The facility shall have, but not be limited to, an overhead projector and screen, a VCR and television, a slide projector, a blackboard or easel, and a copy of the approved ASSE course outline. There must be sufficient desks, tables and chairs for each registered student. There must be adequate lighting and sufficient sanitary facilities. 

•
The wet laboratory shall contain backflow prevention and test equipment necessary for the instruction of testing of backflow preventers. This includes, but is not limited to, assemblies as stated in ASSE Standards 1013, 1015, and 1020.

•
The wet laboratory shall accommodate two (2) students per station.

•
The wet laboratory shall have adequate city pressure water supply or means of providing an adequate city pressure water supply.

•
The  wet laboratory shall be a minimum of 300 square feet.


Should an ASSE approved training facility make any changes, a notice of the change together with a full description of the change shall be submitted to the School Accreditation Committee for review. 

A change shall include, but not be limited to a physical change of address, additions or deletions to the course outline, equipment or training material.

Equipment

See ASSE Qualification Standard Series 5000 

•
There shall be an unbiased representation of assembly manufacturers utilized for training and/or demonstration.

•
These backflow preventers and devices shall be easily available for bench top display and to facilitate hands-on disassembly, parts identification and repair procedures.

•
There will be a minimum of two (2) test kits, but not less than one (1) test kit for each four (4) students. All test kits must be calibrated as per the manufacturer’s instructions.


Additional Equipment Necessary for ASSE Repairer Certification

 The equipment for an ASSE approved Repairer must meet all of the requirements as stated above for the ASSE certified Testers plus:

•
A minimum of one (1) each of the ¾” and 4” #1013, ¾” and 4” #1015 and #1020.

•
Specialty tools required to repair the devices as per the manufacturer’s recommendations   

•
OSHA approved safety equipment

•
Safety bars for disassembly

The following are requirements for the practical portion of the Repairer exam:

The individual shall successfully complete a practical performance exam consisting of the disassembly and reassembly of at least five assemblies consisting of at least one (1) PVB [¾” (19.1 mm) or larger], two (2) RP’s [3” (76.2 mm) or larger] and one (1) DC [3” (76.2 mm) or larger]. The five (5) assemblies shall be of different makes and models.

Each school offering the Repairer course must have available all of the devices required to complete the exam.
